Chairman Finch called the public hearing to order at 6:30 p.m.

Application 16-1 Jerry Stahl.  Due to the change in the map in May the public hearing had to be rescheduled.  The new map shows 4 lots, lot one is proposed to be a flag lot with 37.87 acres, lot 2 is proposed to be 30.69 acres, lot 3 is proposed to be 23.96 acres and lot 4 is proposed to be 56.06 acres.  There was no public comment on this application.
Chairman Finch closed the public hearing and called the regular meeting to order at 6:37 pm.

May minutes – Add a second to BLA-275.  Kate VanBenschoten made a motion to approve the May minutes with the changed as noted.  Glenna Herz seconded motion.  Motion carried.

Amendment to application SP-184 Llobet Realty.  A new site plan was submitted.  Len Utter made a motion to approve this application.  Charlie Kowalski seconded motion.  Motion carried.
Application BLA-277 Jerry Stahl would like to convey 1.08 acres to Larry George on Bill Stahl Road in Margaretville.  Charlie Kowalski made a motion to approve this application as presented.  Kate VanBenschoten seconded motion.  Motion carried.
Action on application 16-1 Jerry Stahl.  A short form EAF was completed for this application    Kate VanBenschoten made a motion for a negative declaration.  Len Utter seconded motion. Motion carried.  Glenna Herz made a motion to approve this application as presented.  Kate Van Benschoten seconded motion. Motion carried.
Amendment for SP-69 John Blish would like to add an 80’ x 100’ building to his existing property to process and sort construction and demolition debris.  Rob Allison explained the new portion of the operation and provided a detailed sketch plan.  Mr. Blish will be adding a scale and office building to house the person manning the scale.  Some material will be hauled away by 18 wheelers and some will be recycled on site.  The building will be all self-contained and the 18 wheelers will come in a back up to the building and the material will be loaded into the trailers.  Len Utter asked how he would deal with air quality? Mr. Blish explained that the building is vented and a water sprinkler in the ceiling will be used to control the dust.  Kent Manuel explained that the entire operation need to be permitted and inspection by the DEC annually.   The highway superintendent will need to verify that Kissimmee Road can handle the truck traffic and that the trucks know to use Route 28 to Old Route 28 to access and exit the site.  The CEO will need to determine what use this will fall under.  Since it doesn’t really fit into any specific use, it may take some research to determine the use.  Kate VanBenschoten made a motion to table this amendment application to allow the CEO to further review and determine the use or take it to the ZBA if he can’t make a determination.  Glenna Herz seconded motion.  Motion carried.
